The monastery building

The monastery building opened in the 
fall of 2009 as one of the ‘greenest’ 
buildings in the country.

(LEED) cerƟ fi caƟ on available.

This environmentally friendly building 
is ideal for events, including weddings, 
memorial services, reƟ rement parƟ es, 
breakfast meeƟ ngs, concerts and more. 
It is air condiƟ oned, accessible and fi ts 
gently into the landscape and features:

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The garden room (113) opens to the monastery 
garden and is the largest meeƟ ng room in the 
retreat and guest house.
